EnChor is an auditioned SATB choir based in Vancouver, Canada. The choir is the creation of Dr. Diane Loomer, CM. She felt there was a largely untapped well of experienced singers who had reached their 55th birthday and still might be interested in performing high quality music. EnChor draws on the strong musical background and depth of experience of its members to produce programs which please music aficionados as well as provide entertainment for all. EnChor gives at least two public concerts a year and performs by special arrangement at private functions, assisted living facilities and hospices. Since its founding in 2007, EnChor, together with members of the UBC Opera Ensemble, has been a feature of Vancouver Symphony Orchestra's annual "Traditional Christmas" concert series. In July 2011, the choir was invited to appear at the international choral festival, Festival 500, in St. John's, Newfoundland and Labrador.
A graduate of the UBC School of Music,  Dr. Loomer is also founder of Chor Leoni Men’s Choir and co-founder and Conductor Emerita of Elektra Women’s Choir. She is recognized as one of Canada’s leading musicians; a sought-after conductor and clinician on the international choral scene with engagements in all corners of the world. Her choirs have repeatedly won first prizes in national and international competitions and her choral compositions have been published and recorded. She is a strong advocate of Canadian composers and Canadian folks songs and has established Cypress Choral Music as a valuable source of Canadian music. She is a recipient of the country’s highest civilian honour, the Order of Canada, presented in recognition of her service to music and humanity. In May 2011,  she was awarded an Honorary Doctorate by the University of British Columbia.
